Fraternity Announces New Chapter Awards, Recognition and Assessment Process

The Fraternity will launch training of 400 Chapter Presidents and Fraternity Leaders on the recently approved Chapter Awards and Recognition and Assessment Report. The initial training will occur through teleconferences and webinars. Training will be reinforced during 2009 regional conferences. The General Board approved this process during its November General Board Meeting.  The Signature Program Subcommittee led by John White, Director of Social Action, with input of several past and current regional directors, developed this new process.

John White, shared,  “this new process is important for the development of recognition and rewards for our chapters’ outstanding work as well as creating a culture of accountability to our community and other stake holders”.

The Awards and Assessment team have created a training schedule for program roll out that will be posted on the Fraternity’s website.   This team is working closely with the Sigma Academy to select training facilitators who will lead the training of approximately 400 leaders across the Fraternity.  The primary purpose of the Awards and Assessment tool is to provide detail on implementing the Fraternity's Chapter Awards and Recognition system.

Chapters will be required to self evaluate in 5 focus areas: Scholarship and Academic; Program Implementation and Reporting; Membership Growth and Retention; and Chapter Operations and Risk Management.  According to Vice President Jimmy Hammock, “ for the first time we are implementing a holistic approach in the evaluation of our chapters. The outcome will be a major paradigm shift for Sigma”
